‘Warren Report’
tells moving tale

of assassination

Since the tragic and heart-
rending murder of John F. Ken-
nedy one year ago, disquieting
theories and speculations have
been rampant. The Warren Com-
mission Report on the assassina-
tion of John F. Kennedy in 800
pages clears up all this mystery
by presenting the facts gathered
painstakingly during months of
research and interviewing.

The Report is written in a
simple and moving style with
little of the technical, govern-
mental talk you might expect.

The Commission, with the
help of the FBI, investigated
every shred of evidence. The
crime was re-enacted and timed
to tenths of seconds on the
streets of Dallas. Experts in
such fields as medicine, rifles,
fibers and even human hair
were called to testify.

Anyone who might have some
information on the case was
questioned, including Oswald’s
wife, Marina; his mother, Mar-
guerite; his brother, Robert;
Mrs. Jacqueline Kennedy; and
Governor John Connally of
Texas.

The true sequence of events
of the assassination, the absorb-
ing details of Lee Oswald’s life
and his possible motives for the
crime, the investigation of a
possible foreign conspiracy, all
add up to fascinating reading
that no adult or teenager should
miss. The book is on sale now
