You could buy a Roundup for
$1.75 and a Pioneer subscription
for 60 cents.

Any student could belong to
the Photography, Horseback
Riding, Art, Roller Skating or
Aviation Clubs. The Aviation
Club was called “The Flying
Steers”) Only girls could par-
ticipate in the Softball, Golf,
Tennis or Volleyball Clubs.

Freshmen had a third period

aud session everyday to hear
lectures and see films.

A formal dance was held to
celebrate the tenth anniversary
of the school. Students, faculty

and alumni attended.

Courses offered for the first
time were psychology and
drivers’ education.

The eights gave a dance to
honor the sevens and the sevens
gave one for the eights. Both
affairs were held at night and
only members of the two classes
were allowed to attend.

There were only six cheer-
leaders—two boys and four girls.

The Class of June 1947 was the
largest class in the history of
SW. There were 239 graduates.
